Service password. Afterwards you will be able to see this in this section. The username for the use 

of the Web Services is exactly the same as the username from your Affiliate account. 
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4 Publisher Account Web Services 

4.1 Result Object 

When calling a function of the Web Services, the data will be returned through a single object re-

port. This object contains some metadata, for example: an error message as well as the actual 

user data.
